EXHIBITION OF LOWER AUSTRIA 2011:

Conquer – Discover – Experience in the Roman Land of Carnuntum

Petronell-Carnuntum, Bad Deutsch-Altenburg and Hainburg an der Donau

16 April 2011 – 15 November 2011

Nestling between the mountains and the Danube river, the “Roman Land of Carnuntum” was the setting for some of the most exciting events in European history, something the towns of Petronell-Carnuntum, Bad Deutsch-Altenburg and Hainburg an der Donau have now turned to their advantage. Only 40 kilometres away from Vienna and 15 kilometres from Bratislava, the Exhibition of Lower Austria 2011 turns visitors into conquerors and discoverers, whisking them away on an exciting journey through time from the prehistoric age, through the Roman period to the present day.
“This Exhibition of Lower Austria is a glittering highlight in the series of Lower Austrian exhibitions. Between the cities of Vienna and Bratislava, the region’s hard work and commitment make history come alive. Petronell-Carnuntum, Bad Deutsch Altenburg and Hainburg an der Donau are writing museum history on historic ground,” said the provincial governor Dr. Erwin Pröll.
Petronell Open Air Museum (Petronell-Carnuntum)

Petronell Open Air Museum opens up the world of antiquity. Passing through the new visitor’s centre, visitors enter Carnuntum via a tomb street as in ancient days. Video and audio technology provides close encounters with Roman citizens. Authentic reconstructions such as the Villa Urbana town house or the house of the cloth merchant Lucius take visitors to the heart of the action in the Roman city. A major highlight is the fully reconstructed Roman baths, which impress with their luxurious marble stucco fittings, murals, and their sophisticated heating and water supply technology. However, the true size of the city only becomes apparent to visitors when they see a model of the city. At 350 square metres, it is the largest of its kind in Europe. 


Carnuntinum Museum (Bad Deutsch-Altenburg)

The Carnuntinum Museum is the “treasure house” of the Carnuntum Archaeological Park and is Austria’s largest Roman museum. Some 1,200 precious artefacts offer exciting insights into life in the ancient Roman city. The Images of God – Images of Humanity show, which was especially developed for the Exhibition of Lower Austria 2011, showcases valuable artefacts which provide a better understanding of religious and social life in the Roman Empire. The country villa build by the architect Friedrich Ohmann was opened by Emperor Franz Joseph I in 1904. With the Exhibition of Lower Austria 2011 it once again provides a perfect setting that makes history come alive.
Culture Factory, Hainburg an der Donau

Since being thoroughly renovated in 2007, the former tobacco factory has served as an exhibition and event centre. The show here illuminates the history of conquest and discovery from pre-Roman times to the 21st century. The conquerors were followed by discoverers, mostly missionaries. Romans, Huns, Germanic tribes, Avars, Hungarians, Franks, Bavarians and Turks all passed through the region. But Hainburg also played a central role in the development of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy. In more recent days, nature lovers occupied the wetlands and nature finally re-conquered the region in the form of the National Park. Today, scientists and scholars explore the history of the region and its abundance of flora and fauna. However, the exhibition also looks into the future of science.
A Region Introduces itself

The Exhibition of Lower Austria 2011 offers an opportunity to discover the Roman Land of Carnuntum in a variety of ways. The ticket partners offer reduced admission charges to the region’s cultural gems. Cycle paths run through outstanding natural landscapes. Restaurants in all categories delight the taste buds with regional delicacies and exquisite wines. In the Industrial Quarter, the Viertelfestival offers an exciting and diverse programme of events designed to appeal not just to lovers of high-brow culture with 70 projects at 37 locations. Children and families in particular will find the wide range of activities in the region offers them plenty to do.
